Pathways Alumni Program

Program Description

UFC Pathways is committed to assisting Pathways program participants following their exit.  The purpose of the Pathways Alumni Program is to provide consistency in the relationship and ongoing support and assistance to former program participants. Any youth who resides in the Pathways, regardless of time and reason for exit, may receive services. Pathways staff work together to maintain contact with and provide necessary supports and services to former participants.
Transition Services

Exit Assistance – All residents are eligible for monetary exit assistance when transitioning out of the program.  Requests are made by the youth’s Advocacy Counselor after the youth has vacated his/her apartment, turned in keys and completed all of the necessary exit paperwork.

Advanced Independence Training (AIT) – Successful program participants may be invited to participate in the AIT component of Pathways.  AIT recipients will meet with his/her Advocacy Counselor once a month for continued support during the initial months of their transition out of the program.  AIT participants also receive rental assistance equal to 50% of their monthly rent, for a maximum of six months. 

Other Alumni Services

Mental Health – Alumni may continue to access mental health services for up to 3 months after exiting the program.  Arrangements for continued care will be made by the youth’s Advocacy counselor prior to exit.

Parenting Instruction & Support – Parenting alumni may continue to access parenting instruction for up to 3 months after exiting the program.  Arrangements for continued care will be made by the youth’s Advocacy counselor prior to exit.  Alumni who become parents following exit may also access this support.

Career Services – Career services are not only available to current residents, but to program alumni as well.  Staff from the Career & Education Department are available to assist alumni with resumé writing, internships, interview preparation, job search support, job maintenance and advancement and individual career counseling.  

Education Services – Educational services are available to current residents as well as program alumni.  Staff from the Career & Education Department are available to assist alumni with college enrollment, vocational training opportunities, scholarship information, transcript review, course selection and individual educational counseling. 

Transportation Assistance – Alumni are eligible to receive up to 3 monthly bus passes to assist with transportation needs and/or emergencies.
